A weekend study with Dr. Amy-Jill Levine
Topic: “Jesus Between Jews and Christians”
Amy-Jill Levine, one of the top Jewish scholars on Jesus and the New Testament, will be
the features speaker for the annual Chi Rho Lectures in Eugene, October 23-25. This
year’s lectures series is being co-sponsored by Central Lutheran Church, Northwest
Christian University and Temple Beth Israel. Levine describes herself as a “Yankee
Jewish feminist who teaches in a predominantly Protestant divinity school in the buckle
of the Bible belt.” She is the E. Rhodes and Leona B. Carpenter Professor of New
Testament Studies at Vanderbilt University Divinity School. The topic for her series of
talks in Eugene is “Jesus Between Jews and Christians.”
